The European Commission has recognised the Sustainable Farm Animal Breeding and Reproduction Technology Platform (FABRE TP), which was launched officially in March 2006 at the Salon de l’Agriculture in Paris. The aim of the platform is to engage all stakeholders in a common vision for the future of the sector and a coordinated national and international agenda for research and knowledge transfer. As part of this the FABRE TP will assist the direction of the research programmes of the Directorate General for Research and Technological Development. The Technology Platform has been initiated by EFFAB, the European Forum of Farm Animal Breeders. This initiative is part of a project that has been funded after the joint European farm animal breeders and scientists have produced a « vision paper » that can be downloaded from www.fabretp.org. 

FABRE TP is now holding a series of ‘country discussions’ as part of the development of a Strategic Research Agenda (SRA). The aim is to establish a local view of the major directions, priorities and barriers in farm animal reproduction and selection research in all domesticated animal species (including companion animals) for the short (5 years), medium (15 years) and long term (25 years). Over 400 people from all over Europe (industry, research scientist and other experts) have already been participating in this exercise, often as participants in 13 different expert groups on species or technologies. The cooperation between research and business in this effort has been and remains invaluable.

The coordinators of FABRE TP are now inviting participants for national discussions to present the draft SRA for discussion and improvement by the different country audiences, and to help set priorities for the national, regional and European research and knowledge transfer activities. The organisers encourage the active participation in these country discussions of organisations active in the reproduction and selection of domestic animals, public and private research, technical institutes, regional and representative organisations, official and ministerial representatives, and organisations funding research.
